Comentariu

Dintre toate cele trel exemple, Brazilia are, cel pufin pe
hartie, cadrul legal cel mai bine dezvoltat In ceea ce priveste
abordarea participativa. Aplicarea sa este Insa deficitard. La
aceasta realitate se adaugd si perspectiva Impamantenitd
a guvernantilor asupra constructorilor informali, pe care ii
privesc ca pe o problema ce trebuie rezolvatd si nu ca pe un
instrument de dezvoltare urbana ce poate fi integrat In politicile
sl practicile de arhitecturd. Atat in Brazilia, cat si in Germania
se aloca bugete semnificative pentru proiectele participative,
accentul cdzand Insd pe directii de dezvoltare diferite:
incluziunea sociald, In primul caz, si eficienfa administrativa
cu focus pe politici locale, In cel de-al doilea. Diferentele la
nivelul legilor explicite sunt minimale. In ceea ce priveste insa
legile implicite, apar diferente culturale esentiale. Lipsa de
exigentd in respectarea literei legii poate fi insa si un avantaj
atunci cand procesul de legiferare nu tine pasul cu realitafile
sociale.

Closing Remarks

From the three countries Brazil has, at least on paper, the

most developed legal framework for a participative approach.
However, the implementation of the concept appears to be
flawed. The disregard of the policy makers towards the informal
dwellers - whom they treat as a hurdle rather than a useful
instrument for urban development - adds to the problem. The
participative budgeting is extensive for both Germany and
Brazil, but the emphasis of the programs differs: social inclusion
is the main direction in the Brazilian case, while administrative
efficiency and focusing on local policies sets the accent in
Germany. Between the three cases, the differences at the level
of the written laws are minimal. Yet, with regard to the implicit
unspoken laws, the cultural practices vary significantly. The lack
of firmness in implementing the laws and stipulations can be

turned into an advantage, especially when the legislating process

does not keep pace with the social dynamics. In the same time,
laws and regulations can be adjusted in order to accommodate
participative practices. The capacity of transformation depends
largely on the democracy level of the society.

The Craduation Studio “Positions in Practice” (2015-2017)

of the Chair of Methods and Analysis at Delft University of
Technology focused on the urban context of Bogota, as a
laboratory for the definition of architectural positions. The
studio was part of the larger investigation "“Constructing

the Commons,’! which takes as point of departure the idea
that the city should be understood as the ultimate common
socio-spatial resource: a collective cultural construct that is
composed by and for its inhabitants. Around the notion of
‘the commons’, a challenging field of thinking has emerged
in the fields of economy, political and social sciences,
suggesting radically different ways to organize our societies.
In her seminal publication Governing the Commons (1990),
Nobel prize winner Elinor Ostrom put forward the idea of
the commons as collective action that challenges standing
perspectives on economy and policy. More recently, Silke
Helfrich and David Bollier, in The Weath of Commons (2012)
have coined the commons as a model to think about the many
domains of our everyday life beyond the dominant discourse
of the market economy and state intervention. In these

theories, however, there is little notion of the value of urban
spaces as the main tangible forms in which the commons
exist in society and organize social-spatial practices.
Contemporary logics of urban transformation and urban
development allow us to understand the city as the realm
where private initiatives and domains juxtapose. Squares,
streets and galleries are increasingly becoming privatized
and often sanitized by authorities. The possibilities of citizen
participation in the development and experience of the
urban common realm is decreasing, at the extent that there
are little spaces in the city where citizens can cooperate

to produce the city and its resources. This studio aimed to
develop experiments of analysis and intervention in urban
areas, anchored within the strong theoretical discourse on
‘the commons’. In this studio, the commons are not only
understood as concrete architectural and urban figures,
which represent an idea of commonality, such as squares,
passages etc., but also as the rituals, and politics of co-
operation that articulate an architectural project. In this view,
an architectural project is not a single-authored venture, but

Problemele acute din Bogota

La fel ca majoritatea capitalelor latino-americane, Bogota s-a confruntat cu
o crestere exponentiald a populatiei pe parcursul secolului al XX-lea, de la
700.000 de locuitori in 1951 la peste 8.000.000 in 2013.

Cresterea a fost rezultatul unor procese simultane si corelate de atractie
(orasul vazut ca o sursda de oportunitafi, prosperitate si siguranta) si
respingere a periferiilor caracterizate de lipsd de productivitate si violenta.
Pe masura ce s-a extins, Bogota a asimilat o serie de localitati rurale, initial
de mica Intindere, generand astfel negocieri tensionate Intre modelul
urban colonial spaniol original si o serie de modernizari ce contesta planul
ortogonal al orasului. Astfel, Bogota pune mai degrabd problema integrarii
periferiilor intr-un t{esut urban dens decat chestiunea suburbanizarii. Timp
de decenii, integrarea valurilor succesive si permanente de migratie rurala
in cadrul acestul echilibru formal a constituit o provocare pentru oras, in
termeni politici si spatiali deopotrivd.

agencies that establish a commonality. Through research and
design, the studio explored this idea of an architectural project
as a ‘common enterprise.

Pressing Issues in Bogota

As most Latin American capitals, Bogota has suffered an
exponential population growth throughout the 20th century;,
rising from 700.000 inhabitants in 1951, to more than
8.000.000 in 2018.

This growth has been the result of simultaneous and interrelated
processes of attraction (the city as a source of opportunity,
prosperity and safety) and repulsion from unproductive and
violent rural peripheries. As it grows, Bogota has absorbed a
series of originally small, rural municipalities, generating tense
negotiations between the original Spanish Colonial urban model
and a series of modernizations proposed as counter-hypotheses
to the gridiron plan. Rather than dealing with sub-urbanization,
Bogota poses the question of absorption into a dense urban
tissue of its periphery.

Accommodating successive and continuous waves of rural
Immigration within this formal tension has for decades been a
challenge for the city, both in political but also in spatial terms.
Issues of identity are manifest in diverse communities and their
particular spatial practices.

Equally pressing is the dramatic economic segregation of the
city, with higher income groups occupying the North-Eastern
part of the city, while the lower income populations sprawl
towards the south and west. This clear-cut division poses serious
political challenges, implies severe strains on transportation
infrastructure, and is manifest in extremely different ways of
occupying the territory. The percentage and quality of public,
common, green and institutional space available to communities
in different areas of the city, according to this segregation, reveal
a dramatic inequality in the right to urban life. To confront the
socio-economical unbalance, subsequent administrations of
Bogota, particularly under the mayors Antanas Mockus and
Enrique Penalosa have utilized the public and the communal as
a political notions/tools; by assuming architectural, infrastructural
and elemental interventions as motors of transformation. The
studio has taken this process of urban transformation of Bogota
during the decade 1995-2005 as a starting point and case study.
Recognized as a valuable contribution to the urban reflection
by the Jury of the 10* International Architecture Exhibition at the
2006 Venice Biennale?, the spatial transformation program led
by several, successive administrations, has been analyzed and
further confronted with a prevalent informal reality.

The studio investigated this social unbalance in the city from

a spatial viewpoint. Milda Kulciviute decided to intervene in

a central area of Bogota where social-economical problems

are omnipresent. Located on a stones’ throw distance from

the central Plaza Bolivar, the Los Martires neighbourhood has
been characterized by urban decay and social problems for
the past decades. In the verge of radical urban transformations
proposed by the municipality to overcome these pressing
issues, Milda Kulciviute proposed an alternative urban strategy,
which provides spatial clarity while accommodating the
informal economical practices that characterize the area. Milda
Kulciviute transcribed the insights of John Habraken and other
“Open Building” theorists of the 1960’s to the contemporary
urban challenges of the Latin-American metropolis. Her large
urban structure re-organizes part of the dense urban tissue and
provides various layers of public, private and collective space.
The ground layer is kept open and provides space for a market
and other economical activities; an elevated layer provides
common facilities for dwellers while a series of towers offers new
residential and office spaces.

Bencic siYordanova au ales centrul
istoric, In special cartierele Bolivar si Santander, ca punct gravitational
al analizei lor urbane. Reunind notite, schite, clipuri video, interviuri,
inregistrari audio, harfi si desene reprezentand diferite fragmente
de temporalitate, cele doua studente au adunat un set substantial de
informatii care demonstreaza ca centrul istoric este In continuare un
spafiu bogat In practici urbane cotidiene. Practicile stradale curente
ale lustragiilor, gunoierilor, artistilor stradali, vanzatorilor si ale altor
personaje care populeaza strazile centrului istoric au devenit clientii
anonimi ai interventiilor urbane. In locul unei cladiri noi, Bencic si
Yordanova au proiectat un set de interventii minime care opereaza atat
la scard urband, cat si la scara foarte detaliata a proiectdrii de produse
pentru spatiul public. Int-adevar, proiectul stabileste o legatura intre
bunul comun la notiunea de cooperare: recunoaste valoarea de resursa
comuna a practicilor uzuale, iar interventiile mici, dar punctuale ofera
oamenilor posibilitatea de a participa activ la crearea propriului
domeniu public urban.

Cercetarea si conceptul de proiectare realizate de Silvio Pennesi, in
2016-2017, s-au concentrat pe un cartier problematic adiacent centrului
orasului Bogotd, ,La Perseverancia”. Inifial cartier rezidential destinat
muncitorilor care lucrau la fabrica de bere din apropiere, zona s-a
transformat treptat Intr-un loc afectat de probleme socio-economice si
infractionalitate. Pennesi a studiat caracteristicile formale, materiale si
sociale ale acestui cartier nevoiag pentru a-i identifica potentialul de
dezvoltare, evitand in acelasi timp riscurile gentrificarii. Strategia sa de
transformare a activat potentialul social si spatial propriu zonei. Aceste
directii de investigatie converg intr-o interventie care valorificd, in mod
caracteristic, una dintre resursele latente identificate In cadrul sitului
(tehnica micro-fermentdrii In cazul asa-numitei ,,chicha”, o bautura
fermentata din porumb cu o traditie indelungatd), transformand-o intr-o
sursa de dezvoltare economicd si politicd a Intregii comunitati.
Bazandu-se pe traditia locald a producerii acestei bauturi autohtone,
,,Chicha”, Pennesi a conceput cartierul ca sit de productie si distributie
a produsului, asociind conceptul cu functia rezidenfiald existentd.
Trei directii de cercetare ofera interpretari diferite. O lecturd morfo-
tipologicd atentd a zonei localizeaza potentialul In modularitatea inerenta
a mediului construit; studiul istoriei prolifice a zonei dezvaluie importante
resurse latente; iar analiza tehnicilor de iluminare a cladirilor valorifica
munca manuald - o resursa ugor accesibild in zona. Autodezvoltarea
sl autoguvernarea sunt incurajate de utilizarea negociatd a fesutului
urban existent In vederea unei activitafi productive comune bazate pe
confirmarea valorilor existente.

Prin aceste proiecte, atelierul de absolvire de la Universitatea
Tehnica din Delft si-a propus sa contribuie la dezbaterile curente din
diferite domenii, axate pe reconsiderarea bunului comun ca reactie
la provocarile cu care se confrunta numeroase orase contemporane.
Mai mult, prin concentrarea atentiei asupra bunului comun, ne dorim
sd Incurajam inovarea In domeniul interventiilor urbane referitoare
la problemele generale ale orasului. Avand ca punct de plecare
cercetarea atentd a dimensiunii sociale a orasului In raport cu
interventiile spatiale, speram sa ne indreptam catre o arhitectura mai
incluzivad din punct de vedere social.

Accommodating Common Practices

When looking at the commons in a city like Bogota,

we could argue that the city should be understood

as the ultimate common: a collective social, cultural

and material construct that is composed by and for

its inhabitants. However, in the contemporary logics of
urban transformation and urban development the city is
progressively understood as the juxtaposition of private
initiatives and domains. Squares, streets and galleries are
increasingly becoming privatized and where the State
intervenes they often become sanitized. Citizens have
limited possibilities of participation in the development and
experience of the urban common realm, and there are little
spaces in the city where citizens can cooperate to produce
the city and its resources.

This observation has challenged the students to find ways
to connect different social groups. The project of Valentina
Bencic and Yoana Yordanova aimed to look into “‘common
practices” of inhabitants and to accommodate everyday
practices that cannot easily be confined to conventional
building types. Bencic and Yordanova took the historical city
centre and specifically the squares Bolivar and Santander
as gravitating point for their urban analysis. Making notes,
sketches, videos, interviews, sound recordings, maps, and
drawings showing fragments of different temporalities,

they collected a substantial set of data showing how the
historical centre is still a rich locus of daily urban practices.
The everyday street practices of shoe shiners, garbage
collectors, street artists, vendors and other characters

that populate the streets of the historical became the
anonymous clients for their urban interventions. Instead of a
new building, Bencic and Yordanova designed a set of small
interventions, which operate both on an urban scale and on
the very detailed scale of product design for public space.
Indeed, this project understands of the commons related to
the notion of cooperation: it recognizes the value of different
everyday practices as common resources, and the small
but precise interventions offer people the possibility to co-
create their urban common realm.

The research and design project of Silvio Pennesi,
conducted in 2016-'17, focused on a problematic
neighbourhood adjacent to the city centre of Bogota, "la
Perseverancia”. Once built as a residential neighbourhood
for the labourers of the nearby brewery, the area grew

into a place with severe social-economic problems and
criminality. Pennesi investigated the formal, material and
social characteristics of this deprived neighbourhood, with
the aim to identify potential for improvement while avoiding
the risks of gentrification. His transformation strategy
unlocked social and spatial potential of the area itself. These
lines of inquiry converge in an intervention that specifically
taps into one of the latent resources identified on the site
(the micro-brewing of "'chicha”, a fermented corn drink
with a long tradition), as a source of economic and political
empowerment for the entire community.

Drawing on the local tradition of brewing this local drink
"Chicha" he conceived of the neighbourhood as a site

for production and distribution of the product, mixed

with the already existing residential use. Three lines of
inquiry offer a different interpretation. A careful morpho-
typological reading of the area discovers potential in an
underlying modularity of this built environment; the study
of the productive history of the area reveals important latent
